¶ Always shred docu-

ments with personal 

information with a 

cross cut shredder. 

¶ Do not place outgoing 

mail in your mailbox or 

a community mailbox.  

Always place it in a US 

Post Office container.   

(From the Metro Police 

booklet, ID Theft) 

¶ Obtain a copy of your 

credit report and re-

view it on a regular 

basis, at least once a 

year. 

¶ Always store credit 

cards or documents 

with personal data in a 

secure place. 

¶ Never store personal 

data or credit cards in 

¶ Do not give your per-

sonal information over 

the phone or internet 

unless you are the one 

who initiated the call 

and you know who you 

are dealing with. 

¶ Request the credit bu-

reaus to place a òfraudó 

alert on your file.  You 

must then be contacted 

directly before any new 

credit is taken out in 

your name.

How many 

photos can it take be-

fore you download? 

The more you know about 

your camera, the better 

pictures you will take.

If selected, 

the feature is 

turned on; if not 

selected, it is off. 

4. Click the Settings but-

ton to make changes in how 

smart cut and paste works. 
Click on OK.
